The 1882 depot has been steel sided, the stair platform replaced and the trim painting is
being completed. Thanks to the GPA and other local groups who generously helped with these
costs last year and especially Charlie Fick who donated equipment and man power, along with
the hands of many others. Our 1929 caboose was repaired and painted by the selfless donation
of time and talent by Tim Murphy in 2012. Now we face new challenges with the replacement
of the main water line from the building to the city hook-up, need for a new shake shingle roof
on the Trapper’s Cabin, windows, siding and roof for the 140 year old Military Annex build-
ing . These are tough tasks in a very difficult economy with an empty pocketbook. It would be
heartbreaking to have to close off parts of the complex due to no funds for repairs.

The people of Crawford County recently approved an increase in their property taxes by
passing a millage for the schools for miscellaneous items. This shows that the county residents
are interested in our community having education available to all, young and old. It would be
wonderful if that concern extended to the knowledge of the history of our county with its rich
heritage of the lumber industry, nature, wildlife and the pioneers of the area.
